Your Topic:
You can pick almost anything for your topic as long as it is historical, at least 20 years

Research:

You will do college level research. You will need primary and secondary sources.
You will need to go to libraries, use the Internet, conduct interviews, contact college
professors, etc. You will keep a record of everything you learned through your
